Did you know that individuals, organizations or agencies using
Janesville parkland or street right-of-ways for public events must
receive approval from the City of Janesville? The approval process
begins at the Recreation Division office for all events.

STEPS TO HOST A RUN/WALK FUNDRAISER:

1. Complete an“Application for Event”form available at the
Recreation Division office or on the city website, www.
cijanesville.wi.us/specialevents. Prepare a map showing the
route for your event.

2. Secure a Certificate of Liability Insurance in the amount
of $500,000 naming the City of Janesville as an additional
insured for the event.

3. Provide payment of the $80 run/walk fee. Checks should be
made payable to the “City of Janesville”.

STEPS TO HOST A SPEGIAL EVENT IN A CITY PARK:

1. Call the Recreation Division office to verify availability of the
park space/pavilion you wish to use for the event. A packet
of forms will be sent to you, or you can pick it up at the
Recreation Division office, or you can find it online at www.
cijanesville.wi.us/specialevents.

2. Complete the “Application for Event”form, “Pavilion/Picnic
Grove Rental Form” (if applicable), event set up or route map
and return them to the Recreation Division office with the
applicable fees. New events or events with a Class B Beer
Permit must submit their forms and fees a minimum of 60
days prior to the planned date of the event. Non-financial
gain or recurring events must submit their forms and
fees a minimum of 30 days prior to the planned date of
the event. Events with significant road closure requests,
particularly on main roads, should be submitted 90 days
prior (for new events) or 60 days prior (for subsequent
events).

3. The event sponsor will also need to provide a certificate of
liability insurance which names the City of Janesville as an
additional insured for the event.

4. Equipment rental is also available to rent for your event, such
as traffic cones, safety vests, barricades, megaphone and
other items. The sponsor is responsible for picking up and
returning any rented equipment.

5. Provide payment of the community/park event fee and
pavilion rental fee (if applicable). Fees range by number of
days event is held and number of estimated attendees. Fees
are listed in event packet.
